Joday’s _/iturgy

Today’s Gospel, Mark 14:12-16, 22-26, reminds us of the Palm
Sunday Gospel reading. It takes place as the Lord Jesus pre-
pares his last supper meal. He selected two disciple to go on the
way and find a man that is carrying a jar of water and asked him
to point them the guest room for the Passover dinner. Lord Je-
sus knew accurately what to say to them, spoke with conviction,
and the disciples followed his directions. At first, we wondered
what the disciples were thinking about Lord Jesus detailed in-
structions to them, but then we realized they applied their deep
trust in the Lord.

As we continue to read or listen to this Gospel, we can visualize
the last supper, Lord Jesus sitting in the middle and surrounded
by his disciples saying the blessing, breaking the bread and in-
viting his disciples to take the bread and stating “this is my
body”. Later on, taking the cup of wine “gave thanks, and gave
it to them, and they all drank from it. He said to them, "This is
my blood of the covenant, which will be shed for many.”

A question comes to mind as we listen to this Gospel and partic-
ipate in the Eucharistic Prayer during the masses “Lord Jesus
side of this covenant is rock solid, how is ours?

As we celebrate today’s Solemnity of the Most Holy Body and
Blood of Christ, let us pray that God strengthen our trust in our
Lord Jesus Christ, intensify our commitment to remain faithful
to the New Covenant, and help us practice His Son’s teaching of
love and mercy for the forgiveness of our sins.

May God grant that we receive Holy Communion in his Grace
and keep us close to Him in our faith pilgrimage toward the
kingdom of God.
