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 A parish council member said this as we 
discussed the scandal of sexual abuse and the 
whitewashing  that has followed. Her remarks 
are the best response  I have heard from parish 
members concerning the scandal and the cov-
erup.  Over the past months I have listened to 
many parish members from many different view-
points.  Some of us are angry, others are 
shocked, still others grieve. But all of us are si-
lent.  

I find many men silent,  they just  walk 
away; whereas women are angry, but they want 
to do battle. Young adults are puzzled by all of 
this. They appear to take another entire ap-
proach to church life for themselves. There is a 
common denominator in all of this.  It is silence. 
Many people remain silent. They do not want to 
speak of this. This is especially true among peo-
ple who are not parish members, not Catholics. I 
understand the silence,  but it is not  a helpful  
response.  

I come back to those words of wisdom by 
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give me hope; this is  a place to begin. Last 
weekend Cardinal Sean published in our bulletin 
a lengthy summary of all that we have done over 
the past fifteen years to ensure our children, all 
of us are safe. I hope you take time to read it.  
Cardinal Sean and many Catholics in our school 
and in our parish have worked to keep our 
young people safe. We can not be silent about 
these efforts.   

 Anger is much like grief; silence is 
much like isolation when grieving.  None this 
heals the soul.  The advice to us comes from the 
words of Saint Paul in his letter to the Thessalo-
